Merchant Marines declared veterans by President Reagan in 1988

Tom Golden: US Navy Reserves, 1953-1961

Ray Haller: US Army, 1956-1958

Ken Hamilton: US Army, 1943-1945

Ted Heisler: USAF, 1042-1972

Dave Herte: USAF, 1962-1982

Rob Hewitt: US Army Reserves, 1960-1966

James Houp: US Army, 1949-1952; Korea, 1950-1951

Bill Lace: US Army, 1942-1945

Lou Romasco: US Army, 1849-1951

Jack Stephens: US Navy, 1957-1887

Zane Summers: enlisted in Army on 30 May 1944 and retired on 31 Dec
